Last Friday, our School Nurse, Carolyn Rice came to 
talk to all of our students. Topics she covered         
included: head lice, staying healthy (eating, washing 
hands, cleaning teeth) and sleep.

MindUP 
Last week all students started learning from the 
MindUP Program which Miss Carter learnt about at a 
Trauma session last term. “The MindUP classroom is 
an optimistic classroom that promotes and develops 
mindful attention to oneself and others, tolerance of 
differences, and the capacity of each member of the 
community to grow as a human being and a learner.  
Over the course of the MindUP experience (15        
lessons), children learn about the brain and how it 
functions, in the process gaining insight into their own 
minds and behaviours as well as those of the people 
around them.”  Ask your children to model their brain 
using their hands.  They might be able to talk about 
the pre-frontal cortex, amygdala and hippocampus.  
Today they learnt about being mindful (thinking before 
we speak or act). 

Book Week 
Book Week is in August and the theme this year is 
“Find your treasure”.  Students are asked to bring 
along their favourite book “treasure” to share with  
others.

Last week we had many children enjoy a hot chip 
lunch reward for reading for 50 nights.
