HEAD LICE

from the comb onto a white tissue to see if lice or eggs 

are present.  

If either are present then the correct treatment for lice 

should be carried out. It is also advisable to wash the 

children'sô hats and bedding also. 

Students must not return to school until such  

treatment has been effective.
